 INTERNATIONAL TEACHER TRAINING COURSE APPLICATION

· The International Outreach Fund encourages Teacher Training in Orff Schulwerk outside the United States, particularly in countries where there is a demonstrated need to train music educators.  A qualified American teacher trainer receives partial funding for travel to teach in a course which demonstrates the value of Orff Schulwerk and its widespread use.

· The sponsors at the host location bear all other expenses which may include remaining travel expenses, salary, housing and instructional costs.

· The International Outreach Committee reviews applications for proposed courses and for qualified American teacher trainers. When a course is approved, a match is made with an appropriate instructor. 

· A qualified American teacher trainer can apply to teach in an overseas Orff-related course. Travel grants will be awarded based on worthiness of the project, qualifications of the applicant, and availability of funds.
· Applications for this fund are accepted throughout the calendar year.  There is no application deadline.  However, grants can be awarded only at an AOSA Board meeting.  These occur in September, November and March.
